Registered this year.

 As to you being nice please note that CHESSA was nice to you since the 

Last time you paid was as a special category where only R10.00 was paid, a concession made for the poorest of the poor to enable them to play chess. If we go back to our records it may be possible that you will have to pay CHESSA the difference between the standard rate and the special rate, since you are a professional player you therefore don't qualify as a special member.

Please note that it is not compulsory for you to pay CHESSA registration but if you want to take part in the SA Open it is compulsory. It stands to reason that a player cannot represent his country if he is not a registered member of the Federation.

Well now your "secret" (organizers paying an appearance fee) is no longer a secret. It is my understanding that you where offered an appearance fee for playing in the Spescom but did not participate so really this statement clearly is not correct. As a matter of fact you stated to me that if you do play you prefer to play only one game per day. It appears as though you are scared that you will be beaten if you have to play three games a day like most of our players has to do. In fact you stated as much to me at the Spescom. Regarding CHESSA having to pay you this issue was discussed with you by me at length and I still await details that I requested six months ago in order to come to some understanding. As a matter of fact you also did not respond to CHESSA's invitation to represent SA at the Olympiad and this was also six months ago. A little bit of advice if you want to be respected

you need to earn that respect and note that one way of gaining respect 

by the public at large is to be involved in the federation's development programme. Great sportspeople understand that they have a moral responsibility to promote their sport and are therefore involved in their federation's development programmes and consequently enjoys the respect of their federation and supporters. In the SA context we only have to look at cricket and rugby where top players are part of the development programmes of their federation. Your comments in the media with regards to the lack of development done by CHESSA clearly illustrates your ignorance in this matter. When you are informed about the development plans , you don't even have the courtesy to acknowledge receipt of information.

The weakness or not of the rating list has nothing to do with your

registration. However it is easy to maintain a high rating if you don't

compete , only regular competition will validate your strength. To only 

play one tournament and 7 games a year and claiming you are unbeatable is hardly an achievement. This however does not mean that you are not a good player, by the way I do not see your name under FIDE's top 100 players perhaps there is something wrong with their rating list.
